font Used during a baptism and holds holy water which has been poured over the baby's head.

pews A long bench with a back, placed in rows in the main part of the church.

stained glass Coloured glass used to make pictures or patterns for windows in buildings and churches.

stoup A bowl which has holy water in for people to use to make the sign of the cross on the way into church.
